Road construction updates

Two of the biggest projects everyone is
talking about is the 2000 West widening
and the West Davis Corridor construc-
tion timeline. | have talked about these

two projects in the past but | wanted to
give you a quick update based on some
meetings | attended last week in regards
to the West Davis Corridor. | believe |
had written that the West Davis Highway
would be completed around 2024. UDOT
told me and the City Council last week
that it would be completed by 2022. | also
thought it was interesting the Environmen-
tal Impact Statement that has taken 7 years
to complete only addressed the highway
needs to 1800 N. That doesn’t mean it
won’t go north of 1800 N. eventually but
UDOT would have to do another EIS once
the need arises. | also have been telling
everyone that the new highway will end at
SR193. We hope it does but funding will
be tight to make that happen. If it doesn’t
end at SR193, phase | will stop at Ante-
lope Drive in Syracuse. A lot of residents
who live here are interested in when
phase 2 will be constructed. My answer to
that is right now Davis County received
600 million dollars to construct the road
from Farmington to West Point/Syracuse
funding for phase 2 might have to wait a
while as our legislators like to spread the
money around. The second big hurdle will
be the need for phase 2. Currently the EIS
does not even support a four-lane highway
going through West Point and significant
growth in our area and the area north of
us will dictate when that will be needed. |
estimate we are at least |10 years out.

| am sure all of you have been impacted by
the 2000 West widening. In our area
UDOT has been focused on demolishing
the homes and utility relocations. The ma-
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jority of the actual construction has tak-
en place just south of SRI93 moving
south to about 1000 South in Syracuse.
| have noticed significant attention being
paid around Syracuse High School to
make sure all the impacts were taken
care of before school starts. UDOT is
also expected to complete the Highway
193 connection down to 3000 West.
this fall. Highway 193 once completed,
is going to put significant pressure on
3000 West impacting those who live on
that road and those of us who drive
along there going north and south.
Please slow down, obey posted speed
limit signs and be mindful of those resi-
dents who have to back out on 3000 W.
The posted speed limit is 30 mph and
we have already been getting complaints
of people speeding on that road so
please slow down.

Well that is about it for this month.

TREE TRIMMING

During my daily patrols of the City, | have no-
ticed many trees which are in need of trimming.

Failure to properly trim trees can cause a dan-
gerous situation for pedestrians and vehicles us-

ing City Streets. West Point City Ordinance

17.80.189C requires that “Trees and bushes

much be cut 7 feet above the sidewalk and 13
feet 6 inches above the strip.” When trees are
not properly trimmed, garbage trucks have a dif-

signs, including stop signs are sometimes difficult
to see. Children using sidewalks are sometimes
hard to see from oncoming vehicles.

In addition, some trees which have been dead
create a hazardous condition and should be re-
moved. (WPCCF 8.15.030.16) Please help avoid
a significant safety hazard by properly trimming

and removing trees and bushes.

Hello West Point residents,
e have had a very busy but successful summer this year. The Tour of Utah was quite the sight to

ee, and you were able to see it twice! The 4t of July celebrations continue to grow bigger and bet-|

er each year and we appreciated everyone’s patience while we directed traffic for the parade and

fter the fireworks. The city and the Sheriff’s office have a great working relationship and we would

not be successful without each other.
So now as we head into fall, the hunting season will begin. | want to talk about firearms safety.
There are four simple rules to follow regarding firearms safety. In my career as a paramedic and
deputy sheriff, | have responded to many calls involving firearms accidents. In every case, at least
one of these four rules was violated. So as a friendly reminder that could save a life, | am going to
list the rules below.

1. Always treat every gun as if it were loaded.

2. Always keep the muzzle (where the bullets come out) pointed in a safe direction

3. Always keep your finger off the trigger until it is safe to fire

4. Always be sure of your target and what is beyond the target

Safety is everyone’s responsibility and we all want to prevent a needless tragedy. Please talk
to your children about gun safety and what to tell them if they find a gun. (Don’t Touch and
Tell an Adult) If you decide to keep a loaded weapon in your home, please keep it in a safe so
that no one has access but you. A better rule to follow is do not store weapons and ammuni-
tion together. Trigger locks and cable locks are always quite useful as well.
